A) If they are individuals 
 Photocopy of national ID card or passport.
B) If they are legal entities
 The founding edict, entity statues and certificate verifying that they are inscribed in the corresponding public registers, or equivalent certificate according to the country in question.
 A photocopy of the ID or passport of the legal representative of the legal entity and a certificate verifying legal authority, by means of a copy of the certificate of power of attorney or, if appropriate, by means of a corresponding supporting document on the part of the entity.
 A photocopy of the tax identification number or equivalent certificate according to the country in question.
C) If they are either individuals or legal entities
 A substitute declaration for the documentation requested in sections A) and B), if they have previously applied to the EBI (stating when they applied), and so long as three years have not passed since the procedure those documents relate to was finalised.
 A certificate which verifies that all tax debts have been settled, issued by the corresponding body within the previous three months. If the individuals or legal entities which have made the application are employed in more than one country, they must present a certificate issued by the corresponding body with a fiscal address in all these countries. 
 A certificate stating the date on which they joined the National Insurance (Social Security) system, issued by the corresponding body within the previous three months. If the individuals or legal entities which have made the application are employed in more than one country, they must present a certificate issued by the corresponding body with a fiscal address in all these countries.  
 A certificate verifying being classified in a relevant work activity within the activities epigraph of the Economic Activities Tax classification.
 Statement of compliance concerning the lack of any debts, Minimis norms and any other kind of grants (Appendix III)
3.- Documentation about activities 
 If the original work is in Spanish, the author’s electoral roll or birth certificate.
 Translation topic in Word format.

 Translator’s CV. 
 Publisher’s catalogue.
 Publisher’s agreement (Appendix IV).
 Contract guaranteeing publication, signed on both sides.
 Translation contract.

 Any other documentation which is deemed appropriate in order to evaluate the applicant or worth presenting. 

4.- Documentation to be presented in order to undertake the justification.
 Three copies of the translated work published in paper form or access to the digital edition. 

 Supporting document from a bank which verifies that the translator has been paid, if the applicant is a publisher.
 Statement of compliance about any other kind of assistance received for the same objective.
